· In Phonics, Mrs Deane’s/Miss Atkin’s group will be recapping all of the sounds we have learnt so far.  We will be practising careful letter formation as well as blending and segmenting.  Mrs Sim’s phonics group will be learning the new sounds ‘air’ ‘ure’ and ‘er’.
